THE GOVERNMENT REQUIRES THAT THE CITY OF JORDAN VALLEY HAS A DRINKING WATER EMERGENCY PLAN IN PLACE.  AS PART OF THE REQUIREMENT, WE MUST SEND EACH WATER USER THIS INFORMATION:   
In Case of an emergency, you are to boil the water for one minute, and let it cool before using, or use bottled water.  Boiled or bottled water should be used for drinking, making ice, brushing teeth, washing dishes, and in food preparation, until notice is given that there is no longer an emergency.  Boiling kills bacteria and other organisms in the water.
