ORDINANCE NO. 163
AN ORDINANCE PERMITTING THE USE OF ALL-TERRAIN VEHICLES UPON

CITY STREETS EXCEPTING THE STATE HIGHWAY; REGULATING SUCH 

USE PURSUANT TO THE REQUIREMENTS OF STATE LAW; AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY.

WHEREAS, the City of Jordan Valley is a road authority pursuant to state law; 
and

WHEREAS, the City of Jordan Valley City Council finds that the passage of an ordinance under ORS  821.200 (2) (c),   ORS 810.010 (3), and  ORS 801.040 (3) is justified, in the public’s interest, and may be exercised and accomplished safely;

NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY OF JORDAN VALLEY DOES HEREBY ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS;

Section 1.  Definitions.  For the purpose of this Ordinance, the following mean;

All-Terrain Vehicle.  Is defined, as it is in ORS 801.190, 801.193, AND 801.194.

Section 2.  Where all-terrain vehicles are permitted.  All-terrain vehicles are permitted to be used on all streets within the city limits of the City of Jordan Valley with the exception of Oregon State Highway 95 other than as provided in Section 4.

Section 3.  Qualifications of drivers.  Drivers of all all-terrain vehicles on City streets shall obtain and have in their possession a valid Oregon driver’s license in operating all-terrain vehicles under this Ordinance and shall otherwise comply with all Oregon State laws regulating the driving of an all-terrain vehicle.

Section 4.  Oregon Highway 95.  The operation of all-terrain vehicles shall not be allowed on any portion of the public highway known as Oregon Highway 95 other than the crossing of the highway at a 90 degree angle.

Section 5.  Posting of City streets to permit all-terrain vehicles.  All City streets within the City of Jordan Valley other than Oregon State Highway 95 are hereby posted to permit all-terrain vehicles as provided for in ORS 821.200 (2) (c).

Section 6.  Liability.  The operation of all-terrain vehicles under this Ordinance shall be totally the risk and responsibility of the operator.  The City, by passing this Ordinance of permission and designation under state law, assumes no responsibility for the operation of all-terrain vehicles and shall be held harmless in any action arising from the operation of all-terrain vehicles on or off any public way within the City of Jordan Valley.
Section 7.  Emergency Clause.  This Ordinance being necessary for the public peace, health and safety, an emergency is declared to exist and this Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon passage by the Council and approval by the Mayor.
